One skein of yarn should be used to create the 

majority of the project, but other embellishments, such as buttons, beads, small amounts of fabric or other 

colors of yarn, etc. are allowed. You are encouraged to seek out a skein of your choosing, but the library has a 

small selection of yarn available should you need some.

Creators may deliver their work during library hours starting Monday, August 24 until Wednesday, September 

2, 2026. Entries will not be accepted after 6:00 p.m. Wednesday, September 2, 2026. 

 

Display: 

 

Projects will be displayed at the library throughout September. All submitted work will be handled with care, 

but the Milton Public Library will not be responsible for any loss or damage while on display. 

 

Voting:  

 

Patrons will be able to vote for their favorite piece throughout the month of September. One fan favorite will be 

chosen and win a small prize.
